In addition, I will always have my hair tied back and be wearing appropriate clothing during all
rehearsals. NO SANDALS!

2. I will behave in a non-interruptive and appropriate manner during all rehearsals and performances.
3. T will show respect to the directors, their assistants, and all other members of the drama club.

4. 1 will be accountable for my own actions. If a problem arises it will be my responsibility to arrive at an
acceptable solution with the directors and their assistants. [ will NOT take the problem on myself.

5. I must know ALL LINES, SONGS, CUES, BLOCKING, & CHOREOGRAPHY by the dates
that will be announced by the directors.

6. 1 will assume full responsibility for any costumes or props that are loaned to me by Class Act. In the
event the item is lost or damaged, I will either repair or replace it.

. Tunderstand that the SCRIPT and CD I am using for the drama club is only loaned to me and must

be returned to Class Act on my opening night performance. The replacement fee for a lost script
or CD is $10.00 each.

. I am fully aware that whatever part or parts that [ am cast in:
a) I will perform to the best of my ability;
